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As a member of the Lakewood High School Golf team, you're representing Lakewood High School everywhere the team goes. When we go to the golf courses for practices or tournaments we are guests of the golf course.  We are ambassadors for Lakewood High School and the game of golf. Because of this, the coaching staff expects the following of all members of the team:

PARTICIPATION

· Be on time to practice. You must stay until the end of practice.

· If you must miss practice or will be late, you must let Mr. Gonzales know 24 hours ahead of the practice. 

· Make up all missing work due to playing in a tournament as soon as possible. If you have one F on the Weekly Eligibility report, you will not play in a league, invitational or Gold Crown tournament for that week. (Exception: For the State Tournament we will use CHSAA Rules.)

· Participation in league tournaments determined by qualifying scores during the week before the tournament. The top 3 players in each league tournament qualify for the next tournament.

· Regional Tournament (top 4 players)

· Must play in at least 3 out of 6 league tournaments.

· The 4 players with the lowest scoring averages for league tournaments.
· Lettering - must play in at least 2 league tournaments or 4 Varsity non-league Tournaments.
TRANSPORTATION
· Transportation to and from practices is the responsibility of the parent and player.

· The player, parent, coach, administrator or a teacher may provide transportation to the tournaments.
DRESS CODE
· All players will wear a shirt with a collar, tucked in, for practices and tournaments.

· You may wear nice pants; shorts (correct length) or you may wear nice wind pants. You must wear either golf shoes or tennis shoes.
BEHAVIOR

While representing Lakewood High School as a member of the golf team, if you are;

· Using abusive language, club throwing or any other undesirable actions, the following consequences will be in place:

· 1st offense: Warning

· 2nd offense: Suspension from next tournament.

· 3rd offense: Suspension from tournament play and required meeting with parents.

· If caught intentionally cheating, the following consequences will be in place:

· 1st offense: Dismissal from team.
· If any player is involved in activities that are detrimental to the operation of the golf course they will be disciplined accordingly.

Commitment
Any student who makes the team will be expected to commit to the team.  The definition of commitment is:  attending all scheduled practices, not scheduling activities or appointments during practice or tournaments.  Failure to follow these guidelines could result in demotion or removal from the team.
